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Bay Dredging Green Light Premature and Unjustified

"The Bracks Government appears to have given bay dredging the green light, but there is nothing green about it", David Risstrom Australian Greens Victorian Senate Candidate said.

"Putting speculative  economic claims ahead of the safety of our marine environment has all the hallmarks of the government having decided they wanted  dredging to go ahead and finding a way for that to happen."

"No one should be surprised that short term economic claims have ridden over long term environmental security." 

"It is our fragile marine environment that is bearing the risk and it is the public who will pay the cost of environmental damage."

"The strongest supporters for dredging are the business interests that will directly benefit from the dredging".

"Business interests have told the Bracks Government they want dredging and the government has granted their request." 

"Communities around the bay who are opposed to the dredging have as much right to be part of the decision as the business interests who have the ear of government."

"The concerns of local communities and the environmental impact has to be fully measured before they start any dredging."
